Day 1
Depart Australia for Paris.

Day 2 Paris
Upon arrival at CDG Airport, pass through Customs 
and Immigration, collect your luggage, meet your 
driver and transfer to your accommodation in Paris. 
The rest of the day is free for you to explore the 
French capital as a group. First night in Paris (D)

Day 3 Paris
This morning, transfer to Park Astérix by private 
coach. Spend the day at Parc Astérix. At the end of 
the day, return to Paris. Second night in Paris (B,D)

Day 4 Paris
This morning, enjoy a guided tour of the Musée 
du Louvre. After the visit, walk through the Jardins 
des Tuileries and along Champs Elysées. In the 
afternoon, enjoy a cruise on the Seine River to gain 
another perspective of Paris. After the cruise climb 
to the top of the Eiffel Tower. Third night in Paris (B,D)

Day 5 Versailles
Make your way to Versailles by RER. You are booked 
in for a guided tour of the “Grands Appartements”. 
Return to Paris in the afternoon. Take the metro 
to Montmartre. Visit the Basilica Sacré Coeur, 
and explore the area, including Place du Tertre. 
Continue on to Moulin Rouge for a quick picture 
of Paris’ most famous cabaret. Fourth night in Paris 
(B,D)

Day 6 Paris
This morning, make your way to Place Denfert-
Rochereau for a visit of the Catacombs. In the 
afternoon, enjoy a self-guided tour of the Musée 
d’Orsay, famous for its impressionist collection. 
Fifth night in Paris (B,D)

Day 7 Paris, Avignon
This morning, meet your coach and driver 
and transfer to the station. Board your TGV for 
Avignon. Upon arrival, transfer by coach to your 
accommodation. First night in Avignon (B,D)

Day 8 Avignon
This morning, enjoy a guided tour of the Papal 
Palace. In the afternoon, visit Pont Bénezet with your 
teachers leading the group. The rest of the day is 
free for you to explore Avignon further. Second night 
in Avignon (B,D)

Day 9 Nîmes, Pont du Gard
This morning, transfer to Nîmes. Explore the Roman 
heritage of the town, visiting the Roman Arenas, the 
Maison Carrée and the Tour Magne. After the visit, 
go shopping to the local supermarket for your picnic 
lunch. Continue on to Pont du Gard where you will 
have free time to enjoy lunch. At the end of the 
day, return to Avignon. Third night in Avignon (B,D)

Day 10  Arles, Les Baux, Aix
This morning, visit Arles, a Roman town famous for its 
theatre and amphitheatre. In the afternoon, visit the 
picturesque village of Les Baux de Provence and its 
citadel. Continue on to Aix-en-Provence. First night 
in Aix (B,D)

Day 11 Les Baux, Aix
Enjoy a free morning in Aix. You might want to visit 
the local market. In the afternoon, travel to Cassis 
and take a cruise to the Calanques. Return to Aix at 
the end of the day. Second night in Aix (B,D)

Day 12 Grasse, Nice
This morning, travel to Grasse and the Fragonard 
Perfumery. In the afternoon, continue on to Nice. 
Enjoy a free afternoon in Nice with your teachers 
leading the group. First night in Nice (B,D)

Day 13 Monaco
This morning, board your train for Monaco. Spend a 
full day exploring the town as a group. At the end of 
the day return to Nice by train. Second night in Nice 
(B,D)

Day 14 Flights
After breakfast, transfer to the airport for your flights 
home (B)
